Abstract: The article analyzes the relationship between war, violence, and the formation of
national identity. Key theoretical approaches to the definition of nation, national identity, and
nationalism — primordialism, perennialism, ethnosymbolism, and modernism — are examined.
Special attention is paid to the role of armed conflicts as one of the most powerful factors in the
consolidation of ethnic and national communities.

The author concludes that war and violence not only destroy but also create — they generate
collective memory, mythology, boundaries between “us” and “them”, and act as a key element in
the process of national mobilization and identity reinforcement.
