Abstract: The article examines the multidimensional influence of war as a historical,
cultural, and symbolic phenomenon on the formation, reinforcement, and transformation of
national identity. It analyzes the mechanisms through which armed conflicts activate collective
memory, myths, and commemorative practices while simultaneously destroying the cultural
foundations of the adversary and strengthening ingroup solidarity. Special attention is paid to the
dual role of violence in constructing historical narratives, drawing symbolic boundaries between
“us” and “them,” and using myths and historical traumas to legitimize political action. It is shown

that war acts simultaneously as a factor of national cohesion and an instrument of cultural
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suppression, and that commemorations and mythologized history become key resources for nation-
building.
