Abstract: The article examines the multifaceted influence of war as a socio-political
phenomenon on the formation and reinforcement of national identity. It analyzes the mechanisms
through which armed conflicts contribute to the consolidation of ethnic and national communities,
the sharpening of boundaries between «us» and «them», as well as emotional and symbolic
mobilization. Special attention is paid to the dual nature of violence, which can simultaneously
destroy old identification patterns and create new ones. It is shown that the experience of external
threat strengthens intragroup solidarity, activates historical memory and mythology, and reinforces
the dichotomy of «friend—enemy» in collective consciousness. The theoretical framework draws on
concepts of ethnicity, nationalism, and political violence developed by international and domestic
scholars.
