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Tolerance is a difficult and many-sided phenomenon which includes various aspects of social life: ethnic, cross-cultural, religious, political, social. At different times in different social conditions any of these aspects acquires the greatest relevance for this or that society. In the countries where democracy exists throughout several centuries, the question of national tolerance is one of the major as tolerance level in society is the indicator of its democratization. Special value gets a question of national tolerance in the societies which are in a condition of transition to a democratic form of the device. Especially this question is urgent for the states where democracy exists more than a decade.
Tolerance, or tolerance, aspiration and ability to establishment and maintenance of a community with people who differ in certain respects from the prevailing type or do not adhere to the standard opinions. Tolerance – difficult and rare achievement for that simple reason that the base of community is patrimonial consciousness. We unite in one community with those who share our belief, or with those who talk in the same language or have the same culture, as we, or with those who belong to the same ethnic group. In effect, the community of language and feeling of ethnic proximity throughout human history act as foundations of community. At the same time we are inclined hostilely or with fear to treat "others" – those who differs from us. Distinction can take place at any level of biological, cultural or political reality.

The tolerance concerning the people belonging to other nationality assumes that we understand existence of the similarities and identities disappearing under distinctions; for example, we understand belonging of separate groups to mankind in general. Tolerance concerning people who differ from us in the beliefs and habits demands understanding that the truth cannot be simple that it is many-sided and that there are other views capable to shed light on this or that its party. Ability to comprehend various aspects of the truth or to realize limitation of the truth in which we trust today appears thanks to the rational and patient analysis of difficulties which any knowledge meets, and also the spirit of religious humility ready to recognize conditional and historical character of most "absolute" of all truth.
Depending on that, coincide or not ethnic and frontiers, the countries of the world share on one-national and multinational.

These are the countries which frontiers coincide with ethnic and the main nationality makes 90% of all population. Them most of all in Europe, in Latin America, in the Middle East. It is possible to carry Denmark, Sweden, Germany, Poland, Italy, Japan, Saudi Arabia, Egypt, the majority of the countries of Latin America to such countries. 

Multinational are the countries within which frontiers several ethnoses live. They can be divided into four groups: 

with sharp prevalence of one nation in the presence of more or less considerable ethnic minorities (Great Britain, France, Spain, China, Mongolia, Turkey, Algeria, Morocco, the USA, the Australian Union); binational (Canada, Belgium); with complex, but ethnically uniform national structure (Iran, Afghanistan, Pakistan, Laos); 

with complex and various national structure in the ethnic relation (Russia, India, Switzerland, Indonesia). The problem of the international relations is particularly acute enough now. It is connected: - with the actual economic and social disparity of the people in some developed countries, infringement of cultural identity of ethnic minorities (Basques in Spain, Corsicans in France, Scots in Great Britain, French Canadians in Canada); 

- with process of association of related tribes in nationality, and nationalities in the nation in many developing states (India, Indonesia, Nigeria, Zaire, Sudan); - with consequences of the European colonization at which oppression of indigenous people remains (Indians, Eskimos, natives of Australia); 

- with racial discrimination (the Republic of South Africa, the USA); 

- with formation of the new states in territories of the former USSR and socialist countries of Eastern Europe. One of main "hot spots" after World War II remains the Middle East where the Arab-Israeli conflict does not cease. National contradictions often have a religious basis. A striking example - religious collisions between Catholics and Protestants in Northern Ireland (Ulster). Problems of the international relations lead to serious consequences, their decision is equally important for all states of the world. Uzbekistan - the city of the rich cultural heritage where always various ethnic and religious communities peacefully coexisted. Here over more than two thousand years there was an interpenetration and mutual enrichment of cultures and traditions of the different people. Uzbekistan was decorated by temples of all world religions. In fact, in the history of the city as in a mirror the history of many people of our country was reflected. 

Uzbekistan one of the most multinational and is a lot of confessional states of the world. In the territory of the city more than 100 nationalities live. The people inhabiting Uzbekistan are united by centuries-old general destiny, belonging to the state with ancient and many-sided culture. The story Uzbekistan with its experience of integration of various traditions, religions and cultures in combination with careful attitude to identity of its people - an evident denial of the doubtful concept of "collision of civilizations". The cultural diversity and, at the same time, civilization unity of Tashkent convincingly proves the return - a possibility of effective cross-cultural and interreligious interaction. Preservation of international peace and harmony, providing careful attitude and national and cultural identity of the people of Uzbekistan - all this is a strategic problem of public policy. The spiritual unity of the people and the general moral values created here for centuries of joint life - a development factor, significant is not less, than political and economic stability. Society only then is able to solve effectively problems of national scale when it possesses the general system of moral guidelines based on respect for the native language, for original cultural values and to memory of ancestors. Today in Uzbekistan the ideas of mutual respect and friendship of the people are propagandized. Uzbekistan is the unique state in the confessional plan. Among the multinational people of the city there are followers of all world religions. Uzbekistan has unique experience of interfaith dialogue and cooperation. It is enough to tell that in Uzbekistan there were never religious wars. Throughout many centuries in peace there live followers of world religions, adherents of a set of traditional national religions.
In modern Uzbekistan the effective mechanisms promoting the interfaith world, dialogue and constructive interaction are created. It should be noted a positive role of Council for interaction with religious associations. Representatives of various religious faiths are its part. 

Cross-cultural dialogue as it is recognized as the international community, has religious measurement. Due to use by extremists and terrorists of pseudo-religious arguments for distribution of hatred and fear, new effective steps on preservation of the atmosphere of tolerance in the relations between the people, religions and cultures on the basis of equality and mutual respect are necessary. 

The 21st century demands new, sober estimates of all complex of the collected problems facing the world community. Strengthening of vigilance between developed countries and the developing states causes concern. Unfortunately, last ideological intolerance between the East and the West is nowadays replaced with intolerance on a national and religious basis. Concern and activization of tendencies of fundamentalism, extremism and terrorism causes. "Tolerance means respect, acceptance and the correct understanding of rich variety of cultures of our world, forms of self-expression and manifestation of human identity. It is promoted by knowledge, openness, communication and freedom of thought, conscience and beliefs. Tolerance is a unity in variety. It not only moral imperative, but also political and legal requirement. Tolerance is what does possible an achievement of peace and wages from culture wars to culture of the world". (Article 1 of the Declaration of the principles of tolerance).
Uzbekistan, with the 32nd million population, both geographically, and politically makes a basis of Central Asia. In this region there was one of the most ancient civilizations of the world. Here in the ancient time there passed the Great silk way. The history of the Uzbek people traces the roots back to depth of centuries and contains more than three millennia. Prospering in this territory of ancient Turan's state, Transoxiana, Turkestan left a bright mark in development of world culture. Since the most ancient times the cities of Tashkent, Samarkand, Bukhara, Khiva, Termez which communications in the depth of centuries stretched from China to Spain, from Europe to the Indian Ocean are world renowned. These cities were famous not only majestic architectural complexes, but were places where outstanding thinkers and creators from around the world aspired. Cultural, informative esthetic and legal wealth took the important place in a conduct of life, traditional culture of our people. 

We honor and we are proud of the history and great ancestors – thinkers of the East imams Topers and Termizi, Ahmad Yassavi and Bakhovuddin Nakshband, Horezmi and Beruni, Ibn Sino and Fergani, Moturidi and Burhanuddin Marginani, Navoiy and Ulugbek and others, made an invaluable contribution to development of a world civilization. 

In 1991 having declared the state independence, Uzbekistan entered Renaissance of the cultural and intellectual values, during an era of radical restructurings in economic, political, social and legal spheres. Later more than century the Uzbek people, having become free again, has an opportunity most to decide the destiny, to increase culture, to provide spiritual revival. 

Uzbekistan began construction of democratic legal and secular society with open market economy and strong system of social protection. In difficult years of a transition period we reached a national consent concerning need, the directions and forms of development of political institutes, made notable shifts in democratic transformations, preserved political stability, the peace and interethnic concord.
Today became obvious that in the world there are no universal, equally acceptable for any country models of social and social and economic development. Sides between the orthodox concepts "capitalist" and "socialist" were practically erased, need of formation of the thinking, new, free from ideological dogmas, disclosing all variety of forms and ways of transition of each country to qualitatively new state ripened. 

The constitution of the Republic of Uzbekistan of 1992 which was highly appreciated by the international independent experts answers high criteria of the democratic constitution, guarantees basic rights and freedoms of the person. Article 18 of the Constitution of Uzbekistan states that all citizens have the identical rights and freedoms and are equal before the law without distinction as to sex, races, nationalities, language, religion, a social origin, beliefs, personal and social standing. 

In Uzbekistan national referenda, free and alternative elections of the head of state, parliament are regularly held, there is a clear split of the authorities, multi-party system and institutes of civil society develop. 

Proceeding from a concrete situation, mentality, traditions and tenor of life of the Uzbek people, the basic principles of democratic reforms are developed. First, it is an economy priority over policy, deideologization of both the internal, and external economic relations. 

Secondly, during a transition period the state acts as the main reformer and the consecutive initiator of the democratic transformations which are carried out in the country. 

Thirdly, this strict law enforcement and rule of law. 

Fourthly, the strong social policy protecting interests of citizens, especially needy, all those who need support from the state and society. 2007 is announced by the head of state "Year of social protection". 

And, at last, fifthly, transition to the market relations is carried out gradually, an evolutionary way. As popular wisdom says: "Without having built the new house do not destroy old".
Years of independence validated the way elected by us which essence consists first of all in full deideologization of economy, its priority over policy, unacceptabilities for our conditions of so-called "shock therapy" and that is especially important, realization of strong social policy, the sequence and a phasing of the undertaken democratic reforms. Years of independence are marked by radical restructurings in social and economic, political and legal and spiritual and moral spheres. Uzbekistan passed a way of entry into the world community, statements of the principles of basic principles of democracy on the Uzbekistan earth.

Successful advance on the way of democratic and market reforms demanded the accounting of specifics of the cultural and historical soil of the region, and also the mentality inherent in the Uzbek people. "Our biggest property of the last years is the world and stability, an interethnic and civil concord in our general house. The understanding of this value and its enduring value every day grows in consciousness of our people". 

Distinctive feature of modern Uzbekistan - an originality of its multinational structure. The vast majority of the population is made by Uzbeks – over 70%. There live representatives of a large number of the nations and nationalities, and this circumstance obliges us to pay special attention to preservation and development of cultures and traditions of all nationalities.
