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The pedagogical technology is characterized concerning a tseleobrazovaniye by the principle of diagnostichny focus which means no more than that as need for existence of real pedagogical technology of such statement of the purposes of training which would allow objective and unambiguous control of extent of achievement of the purpose.

The object has to be set diagnostically, i.e. so precisely and definitely that it was possible to make unambiguously the conclusion about extent of her realization and to construct quite certain didactic process guaranteeing her achievement for the set time.
On first, i.e. levels, the purpose, remote from educational process, have character of the general installations. Treat them:

• requirements of society;

• problems of educational system;

• the tasks proclaimed by separate school as pedagogical manifesto.

These common goals give in to a specification, but not any specification is technological, - usually the purpose remains not completely described, for technological completeness it is necessary to present her through giving in to exact fixings result.

Initial step of a specification of the educational purposes in pedagogical technology is impact of training on the pupil; the characteristic of an orientation and results of this influence makes the main way of a specification.

The main directions of a specification are more whole.
• Characteristic of educational conditions: how to influence and what conditions to provide for pupils.

• The characteristic of internal, procedural parameters – abilities and opportunities of pupils: what abilities and opportunities should be formed.

• Characteristic of educational results: what results are reached by pupils in educational process.

Basic elements of pedagogical technology are pedagogical communication, an assessment, the requirement, the conflict and informative influence.
According to the central purpose of pedagogical influence communication is carried out by three functions.

1) "opening" of the child on communication – it is urged to create, on the one hand, to him comfortable conditions in a class, at a lesson, at school;

2) "partnership" to the child in pedagogical communication – is reached as a result of the analysis of interaction of the teacher with children;

3) the child's "eminence" in pedagogical communication is the not overestimated assessment and as a stimulator.

The pedagogical assessment assumes estimation of the shown quality, but not the identity of the child in general. To estimate – means "to establish degree, level, quality something". Considering such approach to a pedagogical assessment was also able, using it in the work, the teacher forms and corrects the valuable relations of the pupils. Sometimes the relation of the teacher makes stronger impact, than conversations or a lesson on the child.

Functions of a pedagogical assessment are: introduction of an image at the level of the valuable relation to the world, stimulation of activities of the child for development of this relation, correction of his possible relations in process of independent development of the relations. Considering uniqueness and originality of the identity of each child, it is necessary tactfully both to make thrifty use of him and to consider the importance of a pedagogical assessment for his development.

The pedagogical requirement is a presentation to the child in the course of education of welfare norm of the relation and behavior. The relations of the person have subjectively free nature and are developed by him independently in the course of accumulation of life experience. The task of the teacher is in influencing formation of the valuable relations of positions of the child. For this purpose it is necessary to imagine a ratio between unconditional norms and rules.

Implementation of the requirement, development of the pupil available at present, provides also the accounting of his mental state. The mentality of the school student is very mobile: the mood at children can change very often. Showiness of the pedagogical requirement increases if the teacher constantly emphasizes the respect for children, and for this purpose forms of his address and behavior have to meet the ethical standards allowing the teacher to remain in any situation at the high level of culture. It isn't necessary to neglect addresses to pupils "you", "Please", etc. Informative speech and demonstration influence has the regularities which accounting provides to the teacher a possibility of thinner touch in work with children.
 Considering this question, first of all it is necessary to be defined in two concepts – "evident" and "demonstration" material. Everything that is sensually perceived by the person can be demonstration material. Evident material has to possess such characteristics as availability, persuasiveness, clearness. The principle of presentation as the basic principle of didactics was entered by Ya. Komensky, the big part in educational process was assigned by K.D. Ushinsky. 

Thus, the revealed regularities in this area, give set of technological rules of informative demonstration influence.

1) The evident material offered children has to be available, simple and clear.

2) It is necessary to aspire to that the used material (evident or demonstration) made impact, on the greatest possible quantity of sense organs.

3) Obligatory reinforcement of demonstration by the speech. The speech explanation in combination with presentation deepens comprehension and judgment of a subject of an explanation

4) The board, the table, the screen have to have a horizontal arrangement with a ratio 3:4, and the rounded corners increase information capacity. The most significant information it is recommended to have in the right top half of a form.

5) To the teacher, making records on a board it is necessary to allocate conclusions with a rectangle, an oval.

6) The sizes of letters on a board have to be not less than 1/3 persons that the made record easily was read from any school desk. Increase in letters increases persuasiveness.

7) Use of the color image (crayons, markers) facilitates perception since color is distinguished easier and quicker.
