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Awareness of need of ownership at least of one foreign language came to our society. To any specialist, if he wants to succeed in the area, knowledge of a foreign language is vital. Therefore the motivation to its studying sharply increased. However difficulties on the way of acquisition of a foreign language, especially at mass school, weren't lowered. Still main of them are: a lack of active oral practice counting on each pupil of group, lack of necessary individualization and differentiation of training.

"In pedagogical and psychological literature the concept "technology" which came to us together with development of the computer equipment and implementation of new computer technologies often meets. In pedagogical science the special direction - pedagogical technology appeared. This direction arose in the 60th years of the last century in the USA, England and now extended practically worldwide. Emergence of this term and the direction of researches in pedagogics isn't accident".
The concept "pedagogical technology" can be considered in three aspects:

• scientific - as the part of pedagogical science studying and developing the purposes, content and training methods and designing pedagogical processes;

• procedural - as the description (algorithm) of process, set is more whole, contents, methods and means of achievement of the planned results of training;

• activity - implementation of engineering (pedagogical) procedure, functioning of all personal, tool and methodological pedagogical means.

As well as any technology, pedagogical technology represents process in case of which there is a high-quality change of impact on the trainee. The pedagogical technology can be provided the following formula:

PT = purposes + tasks + content + methods (acceptances, means) + forms of education

In comparison with the training constructed on the basis of a technique, the technology of training has serious advantages.

• Accurate determination of an ultimate goal forms a basis of technology. In traditional pedagogics the problem of the purposes isn't the leader, extent of achievement is determined is inexact, "by eye". In technology the purpose is considered as the central component, as allows to determine extent of its achievement more precisely.

• The technology in which the purpose (final and intermediate) is determined very precisely (diagnostical) allows to develop objective control methods of its achievement.

• The technology allows to minimize situations when the teacher is presented with a choice and is forced to pass to pedagogical impromptus in search of acceptable option.
Unlike earlier used methodical the lessons of the developments oriented to the teacher and types of his activities technology offers the project of the educational process determining structure and content of educational cognitive activity of pupils. Methodical lesson development is perceived by each teacher differently, therefore, also activities of pupils will differently be organized. Designing of educational activities of pupils leads to higher stability of progress practically of any number of pupils.

"The graduate of school shall have the necessary knowledge, abilities, skills, to perform different types of activities, to be able to use new information technologies, to be ready to a cooperation, aiming to avoid and overcome the conflicts. All this can be reached only in case of the personal oriented approach to education and education when requirements, possibilities of the school student are considered". 

"The personal oriented approach assumes flexibility in determination of the purposes, considers personal interests of school students and their specific features and creates prerequisites for bigger effectiveness of training. In case of this approach the special relations between pupils and the teacher, between pupils are created, the diverse training and bringing-up environments often with an exit out of limits of a lesson and school are created".

The personal oriented training includes a method of projects, training in a cooperation, and raznourovnevy training.

Training in a cooperation.

The training ideology in a cooperation was in details developed by three groups of the American teachers: R. Slavin from John Hopkins's university; R. Johnson and D. Johnson from university of the State of Minnesota; group E. Aronson from university of the State of California.
"The main idea of this technology – to create conditions for vigorous joint educational activity of pupils in different educational situations. Pupils are different: one quickly "grab" all explanations of the teacher, easily seize lexical material, communicative abilities; it is required to others not only much more time for material judgment, but also additional examples, explanations. Such children, as a rule, hesitate to ask questions in case of all class, and sometimes and just don't realize that specifically they don't understand, can't correctly formulate a question. If in such cases to unite children in small groups (on 3-4 persons) and to give them one general task, having stipulated a role of each pupil of group in accomplishment of this task, then there is a situation in which everyone is responsible not only for result of the work (that often leaves the school student indifferent), but that is especially important, for result of all group. Therefore bad pupils try to find out at strong all unclear to them questions, and strong pupils are interested in that all members of group, first of all the bad pupil, thoroughly understood material (at the same time and the strong school student has an opportunity to check own understanding of a question, to reach the essence). Thus, common efforts liquidate gaps. Such is the general idea of training in a cooperation" [4; 180].
Practice shows that together it is easier and more interesting to study not only, but also is much more effective. At the same time it is important that this efficiency concerns not only not only the academic progress, but also their intellectual and moral development. To study together, but not just to carry out something together – here that constitutes an essence of this approach.

The idea of training in a cooperation gained the development by efforts of many teachers in many countries of the world because the idea is extremely humane in essence, and, therefore, is pedagogic, though has noticeable distinctions in options of the different countries.
So, we will give some options of training in a cooperation "Student team learning (STL, team training). In this option of implementation of training in a cooperation special attention is paid to "the group purposes" (team goals) and success of all group (team success) that can be reached only as a result of independent work of each member of group (team) in fixed interaction with other pupils of the same group at work on the subject/problem/question which is subject to studying. Options of this approach can be considered: a) individual and group (student – teams – achievement divisions – STAD) and b) command and game (teams – games – tournament – TGT) work" [4; 186].
Other option of the organization of training in a cooperation was developed by professor E. Aronson in 1978 and called it Jigsaw. In student teaching such approach is designated in abbreviated form "saw". Pupils will be organized in groups on 4-6 people for work on a training material which is divided into fragments (logical or semantic blocks). Such work at lessons will be organized at a stage of creative use of language material. Each member of group finds material on the sub-theme. Then the school students studying the same question, but working in different groups meet and communicate as experts in the matter. It is called "a meeting of experts". Then children return to the groups and train in all new that was learned, companions in the group. Those, in turn tell tasks about the part. All communication is conducted in a foreign language. Each pupil separately and all team in general reports on all subject.

"One more option of training in a cooperation – learning together (we study together) is developed at university of the State of Minnesota in 1987 (D. Johnson and R. Johnson). The class is divided into groups on 3-4 persons. Each group receives one task which is a part of any big subject on which all class works. Each group is given a task to prepare the part. As a result of joint operation of separate groups and all groups in general digestion of material in full is reached. It must be kept in mind that all necessary lexicon on a subject is acquired during the previous work at other lessons" [4; 190].
The main ideas inherent in all to the training options described here in a cooperation, give the chance to the teacher to be oriented to each pupil. It is also the personal oriented approach in the conditions of cool and fixed system, one of possible methods of its implementation.

When using training in a cooperation most it is difficult – to achieve that pupils in small groups communicated in a foreign language. But practice shows that in case of rather persistent attention from the teacher this requirement is fulfilled at first hardly, and then gradually with obvious pleasure.

It should be noted that it isn't enough to create groups and to give them the corresponding task. The essence is in that the pupil himself wanted to acquire knowledge.

Method of projects

"The method of projects belongs to methods and respectively to technologies of personally oriented approach in training in foreign languages. The method of projects is a set of educational and informative acceptances which allow to solve this or that problem as a result of independent actions of pupils with the obligatory presentation of these results. The project technology includes set of research, search, problem methods, creative on the most essence" [3; 6].
It is known that the learning of foreign language brings an essential contribution in the general development. A method of projects - an essence of the developing, personally focused nature of training. The quiz held at lessons of a foreign language, in our opinion, represents synthesis of a creative, research and information method of projects. The quiz as a method of the research project gives to pupils the chance of participation in research search. The quiz gives the chance to the teacher of informal contact with pupils who go easier and more well on him when are busy with something interesting, helps to build confidential relationship, to build communication on the basis of a friendly arrangement.

"The person is so many-sided that it is very difficult to consider possible turns in his development by a time. On the basis of testings in separate objects to create groups of different level: "And", "In", "With". Children continue to study in the classes, but on lessons of separate objects they go to the groups. Throughout all training the system of offsets and test works, at any time, works if the pupil shows more good results and will express desire to pass into other group of higher level, he will be given such opportunity". 

By 14 years children can quite determine the opportunities and abilities by different objects. Practice shows that teachers have realized long ago need of the differentiated approach to training that it was possible to find more time for the lagging behind pupils, without losing sight of the others, creating favorable conditions for all and everyone according to their abilities and opportunities, features of their mental development and character.
We understand such organization of teaching and educational process in case of which each pupil has an opportunity to seize a training material on separate subjects of the school program at the different level, but not below basic, depending on its capabilities and specific features as  training. At the same time his efforts on mastering this material, its creative application are accepted to criterion for evaluation of activities of the pupil.

Use of innovative forms of education unlike traditional techniques assigns to the pupil a leading role on the way to assimilation of knowledge in case of which the teacher is the active assistant, will organize, directs and stimulates educational activities.

In the activities the teacher shall solve not only educational problems, but also create conditions to pupils for independent creative search, their motivation to research activities, forming of skills of orientation in huge information space and independent decision making. And as the necessary condition in the solution of objectives is considered implementation of innovative technologies in educational process. Constantly developing system of information support in combination with technical maintenance provides quality of educational process.
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
