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There is a speech in article about pedagogical cooperation of one of the direction of pedagogics representing the system of methods and methods of education and training at the principles of humanity and creative approach to development of the personality. Approach to cooperation between the teacher and the pupil can differ depending on concrete discipline and methodical requirements to her teaching.

So, social and humanitarian objects, for example literature, history, philosophy, cultural science, assume model of dialogue activity. Situational tasks are for this purpose projected: the choice of the decision alternative, permission of problem situations, search of judgments of the facts or the phenomena, the solution of the tasks having ambiguous answers, promotion of hypotheses. On the first phase there is a distribution of actions: the teacher gives a task, asks, and the pupil breaks to his reasoned decision, search of the answer. The pupil imitates approach of the teacher to a solution, the reasoning imitates his course or makes a start from the point of view, supporting or denying it. In the second phase the major role is played by self-motivation – the pupil to seek to give irrefragable answer or to make the hypothesis showing him originality and ability to reason the point of view.

For example, at a history lesson the teacher can suggest pupils to put forward own options of how could develop alternatively these or those historical events in a hypothetical situation. All answers are listened attentively and encouraged. The pupil has to feel the interest of the teacher in the hypotheses, receive space for independent orientation in the matter. The developing dialogue assumes leading questions from the teacher. The mentor suggests the pupil to estimate independently his point of view and gives own assessment, comparing them and pushing the pupil to finding of own mistakes. Thus, the unity of a goal - finding of an optimal variant of a solution is reached.
Existence of positive emotions and the relations is especially important. The pupil has to be entirely absorbed and interested. Otherwise cooperation can be considered cancelled.

By means of cooperation of the teacher and the pupil there is transfer of experience. The pupil to learn to make independently decisions under the leadership of the skilled and loyal mentor. For example, at a literature lesson by consideration of actions of the main characters of the work of art, the teacher can ask pupils to put him into place one of heroes and to offer the line of conduct. The small performance of an episode of the work with cast of the main characters between the teacher and pupils can become entertaining option. With the subsequent analysis of feelings and actions of heroes.

In the school analysis of the literary work process of communication with art is important. During his teacher helps children to see what has passed unnoticed at the first reading, gradually opens various layers of the art text, leads pupils to comprehension of sense of the work. It forms the pupil as the reader, makes him to emotionally more sensitive. It is promoted not only by dialogue, but such ways of cooperation as an educational discussion, a debate, a seminar, brainstorming. The teacher has to inform pupils that cooperation, this ability to listen, show tolerance both to the ideas, and to partners.

Teaching exact disciplines: mathematicians, physics, the chemistry and others is demanded practical by material for work with pupils on the basis of self-education and self-education for the solution of research and experimental tasks of course subjects. During pedagogical dialogue it is important to disclose practical value of scientific laws and rules for pupils. Samoorganizumy and self-regulating actions of children are directed to development of the applied party of discipline: carrying out experiments, experiences. The guide of the teacher has to be unostentatious. For persuasiveness and motivation of interest of pupils the teacher can resort to paradoxical experiments, for example scientific focuses. And learning to assign a part of assistants.
Recently in studying of technical objects and the exact sciences the special role is occupied by the computer. Special computer programs are capable to increase the interest of pupils in process of cognition and independent work.

A specific place is held by cooperation and coauthorship of the teacher and pupil at a manual training. The so-called work studying or bases of labor skills, in a technique of teaching is generally focused on cooperation "pupil teacher". Performance of practical tasks includes collective and independent creativity of pupils with support and the help of the teacher. Nonverbal strategy, demonstration of an example of performance of this or that task by the teacher are especially important on similar occupations.

Any of ways of cooperation and coauthorship of the teacher and pupils increases motivation of pupils to training. Interesting dynamic occupations promote increase in interest in study, and encouragement and special attention in relation to pupils from the teacher stimulates aspiration to success at pupils. Individual approach in the course of pedagogical dialogue creates conditions for motivation even of the lagging behind pupils. That is, developing tasks, the teacher considers complexity level for each pupil separately.
