FUTURE TEACHER: MODEL OF CONTINUING EDUCATION’S REALIZATION

This paper proposes the analysis of the modern teacher’s role in a context of FSES realization. The teacher’s
person given in historical understanding is considered. It provides examples of modern vision of the given
problem with a support of foreign sources. The main vectors in the understanding of the role and essence of the
personality of the teacher, concepts that reveal the substantive aspects of his activities: coach, mentor, facilitator,
moderator, tutor, adviser are characterized. Based on the analysis of the listed models of the teacher, the author
concludes that the content and functional load of these roles are complementary depending on the variety of
pedagogical situations and educational tasks. They give the modern teacher the opportunity for professional self-
realization, the possibility of translating and applying all aspects of his pedagogical personality in various forms
and types of educational activities. It reveals the essence of the activities of the teacher of the future, providing
professional continuing education. An example of the implementation of continuing education through a
professional educational route is given. The task is to study perspectively the influence of pedagogical activity in
the unity and diversity of the whole range of teacher roles on the implementation of the most urgent task of
modern education: the formation of the student’s self-developing personality.
