STUDYING THE PROBLEM OF EGOCENTRISM IN ADOLESCENTS: A THEORETICAL VIEW

The article examines and analyzes various approaches to the problem of egocentrism in adolescence. The
authors consider adolescence as a favorable period for the development of egocentrism. The study of scientific
psychological and pedagogical literature of foreign and domestic researchers makes it possible to deeply reveal
the term *egocentrism® from different points of view. For a more detailed study of the issue, the authors
formulate the purpose of the study, which is to describe the phenomenon of adolescent egocentrism from the
point of view of various aspects. The main causes and forms of manifestation of adolescent egocentrism are
highlighted, the affective-personal components are described, it is established that the strength of egocentrism
depends on the difficulty of the situation that the adolescent is experiencing. Based on the theoretical data
obtained, the conclusions are formulated and concretized that for a more detailed study of the issue of adolescent
egocentrism, it is necessary to use special research methods that contribute to the study of this phenomenon with
the development of other personal characteristics.
